This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Edenham, music is a valued part of the curriculum and is taught weekly across Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 in 45-minute sessions. These lessons are led by class teachers. We follow the National Curriculum and draw on the Kapow Primary scheme, adapting it to meet the needs of our pupils. A full curriculum overview is available on our school website.
Whole-class singing is a regular feature of music lessons, giving children the opportunity to explore a wide variety of musical styles and learn songs for different occasions and purposes. All pupils, including those with SEND, are fully included in music activities. Adaptations such as percussion instruments, digital tools, and simplified notation help ensure accessibility for everyone.
To support progression and consistency, we use Kapow alongside bespoke progression documents. These help us to:
Build musical skills progressively across year groups.
Set clear expectations for listening, composing, performing, and reading notation.
Focus assessment on musical outcomes, with pupils showing their learning through singing, playing instruments, and creating their own compositions.
Development Focus for This Year:
Our priority is to strengthen assessment by embedding the use of recorded pupil audio evidence. This will help us better track progress in musicality and celebrate pupils’ achievements over time.


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Children at Edenham can take part in small group instrumental and vocal lessons, which are available through a local music provider. These sessions are paid for, but support is offered to Pupil Premium families to ensure access for all. A wide range of instruments is available, including guitar, keyboard, and drums.
Twice a year, pupils who take part in these lessons come together to form a band and perform for their families — a celebration of their progress and musical collaboration.
In addition, our Music Leader runs a school choir club, which performs at various events throughout the year, such as local church services, school fayres, and visits to the nearby residential home. Singing is also a regular part of school life, with all children participating in Collective Worship.
Development Priorities:
Raise awareness of the instrumental and vocal tuition available, particularly among Pupil Premium families.
Explore opportunities for instrument loans through Lincolnshire Music Service (LMS) to further support access and engagement.


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Daily singing is a central part of Collective Worship for all pupils at Edenham. Each year group also has the opportunity to perform for families during key events:

EYFS & KS1 – Christmas performance
KS2 – End-of-year production
In addition to these, children regularly perform during church services throughout the year, helping to strengthen links with our local community.
Our school choir, led by the Music Leader, continues to perform at a variety of events both within the school and in the wider community — including visits to the local residential home, church services, and school celebrations.
Children who take part in small group instrumental or vocal lessons also perform at our Christmas and Summer showcases. Furthermore, our bi-annual fundraising event, Edenham’s Got Talent, provides a fun and inclusive platform for pupils to share their musical and performance skills.
Development Priority:
Expand performance opportunities beyond the school setting, including joint concerts with other local primary schools in our cluster.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	We are excited to begin planning for our pupils to once again take part in Young Voices, giving them the chance to perform in a large-scale concert alongside thousands of other children.
We also aim to create more opportunities for pupils to share their musical learning with the wider community — whether through performances at local events, school celebrations, or outreach activities.
In addition, we remain committed to ensuring that every child has the chance to experience a live professional performance each year, helping to inspire and broaden their musical horizons.
